LCCC English 255G and 257G / AP English Literature and Composition 2015-2016
Course philosophy: The purpose of this course is for students to read, analyze, and discuss various forms of fiction. Students will explore major themes in literature (prose and poetry) by studying an array of representative works. Students will write extensively in many forms including formal and informal, expository, analytical, and interpretation; read novels, short stories, plays, and poetry; and analyze literature for the purpose of class discussion and writing. Students will be evaluated on their progress in writing, their class participation and discussion, and their responses to literature in the form of quizzes and tests.  At the end of the course, students will take the AP English Literature and Composition test.
