According to Aristotle, a tragic hero is a good man of high status who displays a tragic flaw and experiences a dramatic reversal as well as an intense moment of recognition.
In your essay discuss how Othello fulfills the role of the tragic hero according to Aristotle.  Your paper should be no more than 3 pages long in 12 point Times New Roman and follow MLA format carefully! Use Google Docs.
The only way to prove that Othello is a tragic hero is to quote liberally (yet judicially) from the play. Find your quotes:
Good man of high status (Check Act I, but this occurs throughout the play)

Tragic Flaw (What is Othello’s flaw? Jealousy? Manipulation?) 

Dramatic Reversal (This is where the character exhibits a change in behavior or acts in a way the audience wouldn’t expect. We see this happen in Act III, scene iii, and places in Act IV and V)

Intense moment of recognition (the character realizes his error/errors and expresses regret – Act V)
Tips:

The first time you refer to the play in your paper it should say - The Tragedy of Othello: The Moor of Venice.

How to cite this play:

Citations for Shakespeare include the act, scene and line number.  

“Look to her, Moor, if thou hast eyes to see:/She has deceived her father, and may thee” (I, iii, 288-289).

*Note the act number is upper case Roman Numerals and the scene number is lower case Roman Numerals.
