
The Thoughtful Citizen Project: Final Paper
As you finish the last of the five articles, it’s now time to synthesize them into a research paper. 

Step One: Look back at the articles you have read.

Step Two: Determine the commonality between all or some of the articles.
Step Three: Create a thesis statement pertaining to that similarity.
Step Four: Do some outside research. You will need six sources total, which can include the sources you already have. 

Requirements:
5-7 pages of text (your writing) with citations

6 sources
