GRAVES: CLASSROOM RULES AND PROCEDURES

1. BEHAVIOR: You must conduct yourself in a mature, respectful manner. I require an atmosphere of kindness and decency.

2. MAKE-UP WORK: You will soon learn that doing all the work is the surest way to be successful in my class. Check my website for assignments. When you are absent, it is entirely your responsibility to get the work missed. Being absent is no excuse for incomplete work. You have one day for every day absent to make up the work. This includes quizzes and tests.
3. LATE WORK POLICY: You are in a college credit or AP class. There is no late work. Any assignment that is late will receive a zero.
4. CHEATING/DISHONESTY: I expect each student to complete his/her own work. Incidences of cheating and academic dishonesty will be handled on a case by case basis per the school’s policy. 
5. MATERIALS: You must bring necessary materials to class such as books, laptop, paper, notebook, and a writing implement. 
6. TARDINESS/EXITING: Being late to class is unacceptable. Be here on time or expect a detention. Do not line up at the door at the end of the period.
